Description of your possible lesson plan according to Dudeney and Hockly’s (2007) Warmer, Web, and What next strategies (You may use the back of this week):

I can use this video before teaching past tense. As a warmer activity, we can watch it. This will hold the students’ attention. Then, I can ask comprehensive questions about the story to understand whether the students understand the story or not. Then, we can talk about the new vocabulary that we come across in the story. I can explain the vocabulary by using pictures. After I work on the story, I pass the grammar part. I can take a sentence from the story and write to the board and asks, “When do we use past tense?” After I explain past tense, I can want the students to write their own short story by using past tense to evaluate them
